Local Transportation 
New York City has excellent train, subway and bus 
systems.  A major subway line is within a 2-minute 
walk that takes students to most areas of the city 
including both Grand Central and Penn Train stations, 
which connect riders with various cities in the 
Northeastern US and beyond. Students receive 
complimentary subway and bus maps.  Subway/bus 
fare: $2.25 per ride, anywhere in New York City.  
Unlimited ride, 7-day Metrocard:  $27.Students with 
an ELS I-20 can not obtain a New York State drivers 
license.  Students can drive with a valid foreign 
license.  An international license is recommended. 
 
Smoking Policy 
Smoking is not permitted in the Center or The 
Juilliard School, but students may go outdoors to 
smoke. 
 
Housing Check-in and Departure  
Students with confirmed ELS housing reservations 
should go directly to their assigned housing upon 
arrival (not to the ELS Center) on the Sunday before 
their course begins.

 Student Residence / Dorm 
The Juilliard School

(165 West 65th Street, Rose Building)

Rooms (standard option):  Doubles (2 person) 
Shared rooms in apartment-style suites (8 students 
per suite/5 bedrooms) within the Juilliard School 
building. Shared common bathrooms.  Suites include 
a lounge area with outstanding views of the 
Manhattan.  
Rooms (other):  Single (1 person)  
A limited number of single rooms may be booked 
before arrival, at an additional cost. 
Meals Included:  19 per week (breakfast, lunch, 
dinner daily) 
Age Minimum:  17 years old   
Laundry Facilities:  Self-service machines are 
available in the same building for a small fee. 
Security/Resident Assistant: Juillard security 
guards are located on the ground floor of the Rose 
building and on the 11th floor, 24 hours a day.  ID 
must be shown at all times of day and night.  There is 
one resident assistant for each floor or wing (1 per 32 
students). 
Check-In:  2:30 pm to 10:00 pm (Sunday) check-in 
During the hours above, report to the Rose Building 
(dormitory) security desk.  Entrance is on 65th Street. 
 Students arriving by taxi can come to 60 Lincoln 
Center Plaza, which is also 165 West 65th Street.  
There is a guard station and an escalator, which 
takes students to the plaza, which leads to Juilliard 
School and the Rose building.  Students must tell the 
security guard that he/she is an ELS student, and 
then take the elevator to the 11th Floor.  The security 
guard on the 11th Floor directs the student to the ELS 
office.

Rooms:  Single (1 person) 
Meals Included:  7 per week (continental 
breakfasts) 
Age Minimum:  17 years old 
Flight Information:  Homestay students should notify 
their Host Families or ELS of their arrival times so 
that families will know to be home when they arrive. 
Transportation to ELS:  Homestay students are 
responsible for their personal transportation. Most 
students stay the New York City Boroughs of 
Brooklyn and Queens, except those staying in the “In 
Manhattan Homestay”.  There is good public 
transportation to these areas.  See chart on previous 
page for approximate times to the ELS Language 
Center.

 Airport Arrival Information 
ELS Language Centers recommends that students 
choose the ELS Airport Pickup Service for arrivals 
(booked through ELS Central Admissions), however 
other transportation options are also available.

The driver will hold a sign that says “ELS Language 
Centers” and will have the “ELS” logo on it.  To confirm 
that you have met the correct driver, please ask to see 
either your driver’s ID card (with GK Limousine written 
on it) or ask him/her to identify you by name.  Be sure 
that one of these is presented.  Airport Pickup Meeting 
Locations are as follows (by arrival type): 
International:  Your driver will be waiting for you as you 
exit customs.  If you do not see your driver, walk to the 
closest public phones and your driver will meet you 
there. 
Domestic:  Baggage Claim Area 
Other Transportation Options From the Airport:  
Taxis from LaGuardia and JFK airports will cost a 
FLAT FARE OF$45 plus tip and toll fees.  Taxi from 
Newark Airport will cost approximately $60 plus tolls 
and tip.  Total taxi costs could not exceed $80!  [Take 
only yellow medallion cabs and avoid "gypsy" cabs.]  
Travel time is approximately 45 to 60 minutes 
depending on the airport and traffic conditions.
