Local Transportation 
Plymouth  is accessible by the free Plymouth State 
University shuttle which runs weekdays frorm 7:30 
a.m. to 12 a.m.  A shuttle runs every thirty minutes on 
Saturday and Sunday from 1:00 p.m. - 5:30 p.m. 
which stops at the local WalMart and grocery store. 
The shuttle runs every twenty minutes from 6 p.m. to 
midnight on Sunday.

The RA is a student employee who lives in 
the hall.

Students with confirmed reservations report directly to 
Public Safety for check-in assistance into the 
residence hall.  Students arriving later than noted 
check-hours should plan to stay in a hotel unless 
other arrangements were confirmed.
