® Local Transportation

= California Driver License

ELS Students are eligible to obtain a California Drivers
License. You must pass a written test, a vision test
and driving test. You must provide the DMV with your
passport, 1-94, 1-20, proof of residency in Santa
Monica, proof you're an ELS student and proof of car
insurance. You must provide your own car for the test.

®Smoking Policy

Smoking is not permitted 20 feet in, or in front of, the
ELS Center or any business or in the Santa Monica
Residence Hostel (except for the designated area). The
city of Santa Monica has strict smoking policies
outlined in your welcome manual.

v’Housing Check-in and Departure

Most homestays are located within 30-45 minutes of
the center. In summer months, this may increase to an
hour commute due to beach traffic.
